HOMEWORK

Throughout the week, a student may have a class work assignment to finish at home because it was not completed during class time. This homework must be completed when the student enters the classroom the following day. LATE HOMEWORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED FOR CREDIT.
GRADING
1.  Any classwork turned in late will have the grade lowered by one letter grade. This does not apply to work turned in after an excused absence, but make-up work should be completed as soon as possible after returning to school.  It is the student’s responsibility to write “absent-excused” in the upper left hand corner of the paper if it is turned in late due to an excused absence.

2.  Final due dates for late/make-up work each quarter will be posted at least one week in advance.  No credit will be given for work turned in after that date.

3.  Some extra credit will be available from time to time, but only for students who have completed all other required assignments.  
4.  Grades are determined as follows:
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5. Students who do not understand an assignment will be given the opportunity to do the assignment again for a better grade. Redo assignments must meet the initial outlined criteria AND students must follow the RULES FOR REDOS (below) in order to earn credit. Redos turned-in that do not meet the criteria and follow the appropriate format will not receive ANY points.
RULES FOR REDOS

1.  Redos may be done for any assignment that meets the following criteria:


a.  it was originally turned-in ON TIME


b.  the work was COMPLETE


c.  you received a D grade or lower

2.  You must use your own NOTEBOOK PAPER to redo the assignment.  DO NOT USE ANOTHER COPY OF THE STUDY GUIDE/WORKSHEET.

3.  You must write “REDO” and the original assignment name at the top of your redone assignment.

4.  You must staple the redo ON TOP of the ORIGINAL GRADED ASSIGNMENT.

5.  You must turn-in any redo no later than ONE WEEK after the original assignment is handed back.
